1. silhouette sign.

2. Anatomical contact and same density.

3. Upper mediastinal shadow.

9. Intact bronchi with air and water in surrounding tissues.

10. Extra pleural sign.

11. Tapered, towards
12. center of necrosis leaving an air fluid level

15. Loss of costo-phrenic angle

16. fluid buildup, posterior costo phrenic.

17. Look for a shift on a lateral decubitus x-ray.

21. ipsi diaphragm elevation + ↓ rib space + mediastinum and hilum displaced, compensatory emphysema

24. obliteration of spaces, deviated tracheal air shadow, angry borders.

25. Lymphadenopathy, interior and middle

26. Calcified

27. teratoma, thyoma, thyroid mass, and Hodgkin's lymphoma

28. Lymphadenopathy, aneurysms, bronchogenic cysts
29. neurogenic tumors and hiatal hernia

30. pneumothorax

31. bronchopleural fistula & blunt trauma

32. pleural cutaneous fistulas

33. ruptured bleb and/or coughing episode

34. tall thin males

35. 25% or greater collapse

36. Hypoxemic, dyspnea, or MI

37. increased density and intercostal space, flat/inverted diaphragm.

38. Mass pattern

39. neoplasm, granulomatos disease, inflammation

40. Hamartomas (popcorn calcifications).

41. Consult radiologist, look at old films, CT & labs

42. acinar shadow, Rosette pattern, air bronchogram sign

43. fluffy density (7 -- 8 mm), the smallest visual airspace

44. acinar with normal lung tissues in between

45. Goodpasture's and anticoagulants

46. pneumonia and TB

47. same diameter non-branching lines of increased density thickness or number

48. fishnet

49. lymph, inflammation/infection, fibrosis, edema/emphysema

77. Echinococcal cyst (via tapeworm)  ::  Hydatid cyst disease
